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Anthony R. Green:  

Internationally recognized composer and pianist, Anthony Green studied piano with Susan Kelley, Donald Rankin, and Maria Clodes-Jaguaribe, and participated in Master Classes with Anne Sears, Wayman Chin, and Roy Howat.  He is active as a soloist, chamber musician, and vocal collaborator, and has performed in venues such as Symphony Hall, Jordan Hall, the Kresge Auditorium at MIT, Grusin Hall in Boulder, and others across the United States, the Netherlands, and Korea.  

A strong advocate of modern music, he has worked personally with composers David Liptak, Steve Reich, and George Crumb for performances of their works, as well as many student composers and colleagues.  He recently participated in the Gaudeamus Interpreters Competition in Amsterdam as a vocal accompanist, and performed a Salon concert in Leiden (the Netherlands), including works by Maurice Ravel, Milton Babbitt, Wolfgang Rihm, and Kaija Saariaho.  He is currently pursuing a Doctorate of Musical Arts in Composition at the University of Colorado at Boulder, as the recipient of their first ATLAS Fellowship.
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Sarah L. Davis:


Sarah L. Davis has been hailed by the Boston Globe as having a “clear and characterful soprano” and “assured musicianship.”  A native of Colorado, Sarah earned her Bachelor of Music at the University of Colorado and a Master of Music at Boston University, and spent a year as an Intern with the Boston University Opera Institute, where she sang the role of Ilia in the Institute’s production of Idomeneo and Helena in Britten’s A Midsummer Night’s Dream.  She also appeared in BU productions of Così fan tutte, Die Fledermaus, Beatrice and Benedict and Le Nozze di Figaro, and scenes from La Traviata, Dialogues des Carmelites, Roméo et Juliette and Carmen. Other Boston credits include First Lady and First Spirit in Longwood Opera’s production of The Magic Flute and Ensemble in Boston Lyric Opera’s productions of Thaïs, La Traviata, Lucie de Lammermoor, Eugene Onegin, and Tosca, as well as several concert appearances with ALEA III, Maine Grand Opera, New Music Ensemble Boston and the Saengerfest Chorus. 

In 2005, Sarah appeared as the soprano soloist in Consent to Gravity, a landmark musical and choreographic interpretation of the 'scores' of artist Frederick Sommer at the J. Paul Getty Museum in Los Angeles, the Pace/MacGill Gallery in New York City, the Rhode Island School of Design, Providence Performing Arts Center in Providence, RI and the Tower Auditorium at MassArt in Boston.
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Sarah is currently pursuing a Doctor of Musical Arts degree at the University of Colorado at Boulder where she teaches private and class voice.  With CU Opera, she has appeared as Lady Billows in Albert Herring, and Mrs. Webb in Our Town, a production which won third prize at the National Opera Association Opera Production Competition. She also sang the role of Queen in Herschel Garfein’s Rosencrantz and Guildenstern, and Mrs. Bennett in Kirk Mechem’s Pride and Prejudice with CU NOW.

Pianist Amanda Setlik grew up in the Chicago area, and studied the piano at Wheaton College from age four until graduating high school.  She attended the University of Cincinnati College-Conservatory of Music and also the University of Colorado at Boulder, where she is currently a Doctoral Candidate in Piano Performance.


Setlik's teachers have included William Phemister, Elizabeth and Eugene Pridonoff, and Doris Pridonoff Lehnert.  She has performed in Master Classes of Karen Shaw, Ian Hobson, and Bruce Brubaker.  Recently, Setlik interviewed composer Emma Lou Diemer and worked with Diemer on the interpretation of some of her solo piano works.


Setlik has performed in the U.S. and Europe, both as a soloist and as a collaborative artist, including the Czech Republic, Belgium, and Italy. She is also an active educator, teaching both in her home in Boulder and at the Rocky Mountain Center for Musical Arts in Lafayette, CO, and specializes in Suzuki piano.  During the  
Amanda Setlik (Con’d):

Setlik has been an active member of Mu Phi Epsilon since joining the Alpha Alpha Chapter in Cincinnati in 2003.  She was instrumental in dramatically increasing the membership of her chapter of initiation, and has served in various officer positions in both the Alpha Alpha and the Delta Rho chapters. Patricia Fagan-Miller is an active bassoonist and baroque bassoonist in the Denver and Boulder metropolitan areas.  She regularly performs both ancient and contemporary music, in orchestral and chamber music settings.


Patricia is a candidate for the Doctor of Musical Arts degree in bassoon performance and pedagogy at the University of Colorado at Boulder.  She is currently employed as the baroque bassoonist for the Baroque Chamber Orchestra of Colorado.


Patricia received her Master of Music in bassoon from the Peabody Conservatory in Baltimore.  She has played with the Baltimore Symphony Orchestra, Stockton Symphony, Townsend Opera Players, Columbia Symphony, Washington Metropolitan Symphony Orchestra, Prince Georges Philharmonic, and she has performed the Mozart Bassoon Concerto with the UMBC Symphony.

Sam Welsh began his piano studies in South Florida at age twelve with Philippe Drevet—a graduate of the Ecole Normale in Paris and student of Cortot and Blancard.  Sam enrolled in the Dreyfoos School of the Arts in West Palm Beach in the seventh grade. I n high school he studied with Sylvia Rabinoff at Converse College in South Carolina; Josef Raieff and Sofia Rosoff in New York City; and Vlado Perlemuter in Paris.  He studied with Harold Brown until he graduated from Dreyfoos in 1996.  

He began his BM in piano performance at the Mannes College of Music in New York.  During his sophomore year at Mannes, Sam decided to pursue other interests and left the study of music for six years.  He finished his BM in piano performance with Mary Lou Krosnick and Scott Watkins at Jacksonville University and completed his Master’s Degree under Jennifer Hayghe at Ithaca College.  He began his doctorate at Louisiana State with Gregory Sioles.  He is finishing his DMA at the University of Colorado with Andrew Cooperstock.


Sam performed his first full-length solo recital at age fifteen.  That same year, he competed in his first international piano competition and played his first tour with orchestra as a soloist.  As a teenager, he was a regular recitalist at the Guild for International Piano Competitions Salon Recitals in Palm Beach.  He also performed regularly for the American Chopin Foundation in Miami and at the Mayo Clinic in Jacksonville.  He won top prizes at the Florida Federation, Messingschlager, and Gilbert and Sullivan Competitions, and won the prestigious Irene Muir award in 1996.  He received honors in the Yamaha, Greater Miami Youth Symphony, and Grade Perry Collegiate Artists competitions.  He has performed in Master Classes with Philippe Bianconi, Sergei Babayan, Frederic Chiu, Norman Kreiger, and Richard Goode.  He was named Instrumentalist of The Year in 2006 at Jacksonville University. 


Sam began teaching piano in 1993, and has maintained a full private studio since 2003.  He taught in the Jacksonville University Academy of Music for three years, and later taught extensively at Ithaca College as a Ggraduate Assistant.  He was subsequently invited back to Ithaca College to teach as a Guest Artist in 2009, and has been the Residence Director at the Summer Piano Institute for the past five years. *Text Revisions

Mu Phi Epsilon is an International Professional Music Fraternity whose purposes are the recognition of Scholarship and Musicianship and the promotion of Friendship.  Its aims are the advancement of music throughout the world, the promotion of musicianship and scholarship, loyalty to the Alma Mater, and the development of a true bond of friendship.  The Fraternity is composed of Collegiate Chapters, Alumni Chapters, and Allied Members.


Mu Phi Epsilon (Alpha Chapter) was founded at the Metropolitan College of Music in Cincinnati, Ohio, on November 13, 1903, by Professor Winthrop S. Sterling, Dean of the College, and Elizabeth Mathias a member of the faculty.  Professor Sterling had in mind an organization for women comparable in aim to Phi Mu Alpha Sinfonia Music Fraternity for men.  First he considered associate membership in Phi Mu Alpha, but decided to establish an organization for women only, to advance the cause of music in America and at the same time develop fine young women bound together in friendship through their common interest in the art of Music.


The Sorority was expanded within a month with the installation of Beta Chapter, New England Conservatory, Boston, December 13, 1903, and within the first year with the installation of Gamma Chapter, University of Michigan School of Music, Ann Arbor, May 20, 1904.


Mu Phi Epsilon became a co-educational Professional Music Fraternity in 1977 in compliance with federal regulations of Title IX of the Education Amendments Act of 1972.


Since its beginning, Mu Phi Epsilon has installed more than 210 chapters.  Today Mu Phi Epsilon has 85 active collegiate chapters and 58 active alumni chapters, with allied members all over the world.
